The Teaching Meeting


The Ministry meeting or the Bible reading (1Co 14:26-40) is for the teaching of the saints. This meeting is vital for the preservation and growth of the believers. We know the mind of God for our lives and our assemblies through a proper understanding of the Word of God. We need teaching from men who spend time in the Book, workmen approved of God. The teacher will be a patient husbandman, laboring in the Word, as well as a trusted steward, passing truth on to others. His teaching and example will stir the lambs to follow the blessed Master. Teaching should "edify and encourage, and comfort" the saints

· Honoring Christ is the ultimate goal of the message (John 16:14);

· Love for the listeners and an awareness of their need motivate the message (Mark 6:34); 

· The Spirit will open the way so the occasion is not forced (1 Corinthians 12:6; Proverbs 25:11);

· The message must be both something the speaker has enjoyed and also for the profit of all (1 Corinthians 12:7); 

· The variety of needs among believers can only be met by the varied wealth of Scripture - all the counsel 


of God not the repetition of one theme (Acts 20:27; 1 Peter 4:10);

· If a message is from God, it will be properly prepared (1 Timothy 4:15, 16; Isaiah 50:4; 1 Corinthians 14:33; 


don’t misappropriate Luke 12:11); 

· The mental, emotional, and physical conditions of the hearers must be considered (Mark 4:33);

· God-given ministry does not polarize believers, cause contention, or exalt self (1 Corinthians 3:3; 4:6; 13:4-5;               
Galatians 5:20); 

· The value of the ministry of others must be considered so that no one monopolizes the time (1 Corinthians 12: 12, 
21; 14:32).
